• Unrestrained and free
• Forthright in the presence of others, without 

fear of consequences for going public.
• Free from both internal & external constraints
• Unashamed, confident and public!

– Freedom in speaking about Jesus

• Not slick, polished, clever or entertaining
• Just letting the gospel be seen for what it is.
• Don’t muddy the message. See I Cor 2:1-5
• The message is opaque until God intervenes

Prayer for Proclamation
By Way of Application…
• An inner longing and urge to share

– See Acts 4:20  We cannot help speaking about 
what we have seen and heard…

– The gospel enables us to want to do what we 
ought to do!

• Focus on God’s work and will, not just our 
own situation – others, not just ourselves.
– A sure sign of the grace of God alive and well 

within us!
